Duties and responsibilities

Under the general supervision of the Regional Representative for Europe and Central Asia (REU) and the direct supervision of the Land Tenure Officer and the Delivery Manager of the Regional Initiative on Empowering Smallholders and Family Farms, the Junior Technical Officer will contribute to the office’s work on FAO programmes on rural development and to the overall rural development sector in the region.
